
Dear Students, 
This document will inform you on how to apply for graduation: the steps of the process and the requirements.  Make sure you have completed your exams and traineeship within the deadline.

Follow these steps to graduate: 
1. Find a professor to work with you (relatore). 
2. Send the thesis request form with the professor’s signature and thesis title 3 months before the graduation date.
For master's degrees, send it 6 months in advance.
Email the form to: didattica.scipog@unime.it
3. Finish your thesis and have your professor’s approval.

      3. The online application for graduation and thesis submission will open 40 days before the graduation date.
       4.  Log into your ESSE3 and upload the following documents within the deadlines described under “Graduation Session Details”:”lauree”:
-A valid ID document
[bookmark: _Hlk201648848]-Thesis cover page (signed by your professor)”frontespizio”.  Get it from this site: https://scipog.unime.it/it/didattica/modulistica-didattica)
-The final version of the thesis
      -The plagiarism check report (with explanatory video available) https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FSKK2dvA8iY
   5.  Send an abstract of your thesis (maximum 2 pages) by email to: agiaimo@unime.it at least 3 days before your graduation date.

  6. Prepare a short presentation/explanation about your thesis, in English, which you will deliver on the day of graduation.

7. Go to the copy store and get a minimum of 3 copies of your thesis, bound and professional looking.  The copy store knows what to do.  You need 1 copy for yourself, 1 for your professor, and 1 for the university files.

Important Note:
Students are advised to start the online graduation procedure as early as possible and not to wait until the deadline, to allow time to resolve any technical issues and better organize the graduation session.
The process consists of several steps and can be edited until it is officially submitted. You do not have to complete it all in one day. The signed cover page and final thesis can be uploaded later.
The online procedure closes 7 working days before the graduation session.
